Students make their own fraction kit to play the game, consisting of a
whole strip, two 1/2, four 1/4, eight 1/8 and sixteen 1/16s.

Teacher makes a fraction dice.







New rules

-cover your whole with whatever parts you want

-roll the die and take off the fraction you get or an equivalent fraction
-when the whole is uncovered, roll the die and cover the whole with the
fraction you have rolled, or an equivalent fraction

-whomever uncovers and then recovers their whole first wins.
